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SUSTAINABLE GREEN PRACTICES IN
EDUCATION THROUGH AI AND IOT

Introduction

Kerala State 1s the southernmost state of our country and is recently beenattectedby serious
disasters like Okhi and Landslides. The climate of Kerala has changedalot and has become quite
unpredictable. Over a period of 10 years Kerala hastacedserious disasters owing to the climate
change. Kerala has lost its coastal boundaries to a great extent due to this and many people
have lost their livesduetothe unpredictable climate change that is affecting the State. The causes
of theclimate change are manifold like global warming, pollution, building townshipsmfirst
order streams and much more.

Wayanad landshdes has changed the total land structure and has becometheteardrop n every
human being’s eyes. The natural disaster has taken thelivesofmany hundreds and has com-
pletely destroyed two main town settlements. It will take years to rebuild the township which
was existing there prior to the disaster andis also a questionable tact whether it 1s possible to
create one there.

Hence 1t 1s the need of the hour to investigate seriously on the climate 1ssuesandsuggest plausi-
ble solutions on a time bound manner so that serious destructionswill not happen 1n the
future. Thus, the concept aims to structure an experiential based pedagogy 1n each school
which uses the Al and IOT mechanisms tomonitorthe climate changes on a daily basis and will

also act as mim climate stationsthat can give relevant and important data to the weather
stations 1n the State.

Main Discussions

Developing an experiential based pedagogical platform in schools basedonAl
and IOT for weather forecasting

Children are always curious and creative every time. They are thefutureambassadors of our
Nation. The concept focusses on developing an experiential pedagogical platform based on Al
and [IOT m each school in the State of Keralaandrecording the data that 1s received from these
locations to a central database. Thisaction can not only monitor the chmate changes that 1s
happening but alsowill empower our future generation to be accountable and aware of all
thehumanactions which will lead as pointers to natural disasters and chmate variations. These
small stations act as mum weather stations which will monitor the changesinthe weather
patterns.



Research reviews

Daily values of forecast scores were evaluated for students in a weather analysisand forecasting
class (ATMS 452) offered by the Department of AtmosphericSciences of the University of
Washington during the spring terms of 1997-2007. The objective of this study was to deter-
mine the rate at which senior-level undergraduate students develop proficiency at short-ter-
m(next day) weatherforecasting. Separate analyses are carried out for different categories of
forecast parameters. The correlation coefficient between the students' overall forecastpertor-
mance and test scores in ATMS 452 was about 0.4. The results wererelevantto the design ot
effective mstructional programs for weather forecasting.

The aim of the activity done at Ticeo Scientifico of Prato Italy was todefineamethodology of
weather forecasting based on clouds observation. At first theresearchers presented and
discussed with the students the meaning andgraphicrepresentation of some meteorological
parameters and the methodology toidentifyclouds type and characteristic. An automatic
weather station was set up ontheroofof the school and students practiced how to download
data fromtheweatherstation. At the same time, they carried on daily observation of presence
andtypesof clouds mn the sky. Then they analysed meteorological data and particularlyatmo-
spheric pressure and air humidity and detined their own methodologytodotforecast. Finally,
they validated their results by comparing themwiththemeteorological maps of the regional
weather service.

Implications

The Al techniques like data exchange through IOT can be effectively utilizedfor theexchange of
data between the minmi weather stations and a central database. Thiswill not only help the State
to 1dentify the disaster-prone areas but also will educatethe children about the sustamnability in
our planet earth.

The design methodology of curriculum includes the help of teachers, parentsandstakeholders
to effectively suit the demands of the State of Kerala and the prevailing weather conditions in
the State

The experiential pedagogical platform requires the assistance of trainedteacherswho wvill
require a tramning or workshop prior to assist children mn settingupmini weather stations mn
schools

Conclusion
